When asked 
how often she was breast-
feeding the baby she replied, 
“Twice a day.”  Of course she 
was told that twice was not 
nearly enough and was asked 
for the reason for feeding only 
twice daily.  Her reply was this, 
“I have two breasts, so that is 
why I feed twice a day!”  A little 
education followed, of course, 
and the baby is improving rap-
idly!   

Feeding 250 peo-
ple 
We have just had our Christ-
mas church event.  The Kanay-
nayan hospital was the venue 
and consisted of a lovely mid-
afternoon out-door service with 
the Kinder Class singing, some 
church slos/duets etc., etc.. and 
the real meaning of Christmas 
being     explained.  Food came 
next, with our team cooking on 
open fires for 250 people alto-
gether!  It was superb with 
meat, rice, spaghetti (a special 
occasion food here) and sweet 
bread buns for the children.  As 
darkness fell at 6.00pm, we 
showed the Jesus film.  The 
last showing at Kanaynayan 
must have been 3 years ago.   
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Do you remember us saying that the Department of     
Education’s inspection of our school has been scheduled 
and re-scheduled countless times?  The last date was to 
be 9th February, but guess what?  Correct - it never      
happened.  Now the inspection is to be this week, we are 
told.  We will see!  Our lost paperwork is still lost but  
thankfully we have our own copy.  Oh the joys of it all.

You may remember that a man called Fernando is suffering 
from an enlarged neck. It is believed to be cancer and of a 
type usually only found in the Philippines, but the first biopsy 
showed just chronic inflammation.  He is now under a       
specialist cancer doctor who shed light upon the odd findings.  
He told us that because the tissue sample has to go to Manila 
for analysis, they often are not left in the fridge and then travel 
several hours at 30+ degrees. I wouldn’t have been surprised 
if the sample hadn’t  been covered in ants and gone green!  
Anyway, just today a second biopsy was done and his  
daughter took a bus straight to Manila with the sample in a 
cool box with plenty of ice inside.  Let’s hope this sample is 
better than the last.  Fernando’s neck has doubled in size 
from a few weeks ago and he now has a tracheotomy fitted to 
prevent total loss of breathing. 

 

Fernando’s wife, Imelda, is in a shocking state too.  She is a 
diabetic and hadn’t had insulin for 2 months due to having 
little money.
